In Classics at UB 
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DR. MICHAEL G. H. GELSINGER, 
a member of the College of Arts 
& Sciences of the University of 
Buffalo since 1929, has been 
named Andrew V. V. Raymond 
professor in classics. The chair 
in classics was established in 1922 

Y .  in memory of the Rev. Andrew 

V. V. Raymond by members of 
the congregation of First Pres- 
byterian Church. I t  formerly was 
occupied by Dr. Edward G. Schau- 
roth, who died last year. 

Dr. Gelsinger received his 
bachelor-of-arts d e g r e e from 
Muhlenberg College in  1910 and 
his master of arts and doctor of 
philosoph~ degrees from Harvard 
University in 1914 and 1929. 

We served as assistant princi- 
pal of Lewisburg High School, 
Tenn., from 1911 to 1913, and as 
professor of classics a t  Carthage 
College, Carthage, Ill., from 1914 
to 1919. Before coming to Buffalo 
he was professor of Greek and 
English in the Collegiate School, 
New York City. He is a member 
of the UB chapter of Phi Beta 
Kappa. 
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
